Marriage: Couples wishing to celebrate the Sacrament of Marriage should arrange an 

interview by calling the Parish Office a minimum of six months prior to their wedding date 

to start their preparation. 
 

Michener Centre Ministry: A pastoral  care team makes weekly visits to parishioners 

at the centre and taking them the Eucharist. 
 

Pastoral Care: Our community reaches out in faith and love to the sick, the elderly, 

and the lonely; in hospital, nursing homes and the housebound. Please notify the Parish  

Office if you or someone you know is in need of this ministry. 
 

Prayer Groups: St. Maryôs Thursday prayer group meets after the morning Mass to 

pray the rosary. The Saturday prayer group meets at 4pm and offers Prayers for the clergy 

and for peace. Everyone is welcome. Both groups meet in the prayer room beside the north 

doors. 
 

R.C.I.A. and C.I.C.: A faith journey for adults and/or children(7 years & up) that 

leads to Baptism and full reception into the Catholic Church. Contact the Parish Office for 

further information. 
 

Sacrament of the Sick: For those who are ill or facing surgery, etc. The grace and 

strength of this healing anointing is shared with those who request it. Call the Parish Office. 
 

Sacramental Preparation for School  Age Children: Parents, Parish and Catholic 

Schools share the responsibility of forming children in their Catholic faith. Preparation is 

vital in the understanding of the sacraments of Reconciliation, Eucharist, and Confirmation.

2019 Knights of Columbus Annual  

WHEELCHAIR SUNDAY Fundraiser 

The Knights of Columbus annual Wheelchair Sunday fundraising 

drive is runs until February 24, at St. Maryôs. There are many disabled 

people in developing countries (over 100 million) that do not have the 

gift of mobility and cannot afford a wheelchair on their own. To them, 

a wheelchair can change their life.  Over the past four years, our par-

ish has raised $44,235 and sent 232 wheelchairs to the Philippines, 

Ukraine and our local Red Deer Lending Cupboard. This year we 

again will be providing 10 wheelchairs to the Red Deer Lending Cup-

board and the rest will go to KENYA.  The Lending Cupboard is 

a local, non-profit organization that loans medical equipment to those 

who need it, at no cost. Kenya is an impoverished country with many 

disabled people in need of wheelchairs. To make it affordable, wheel-

chairs are purchased and shipped in bulk, at a cost of $195/each.  You 

can donate after any of the Masses on February 23/24; or donation 

forms will be available at either entrance of the church throughout the 

campaign.  You can drop your donation off at the parish office or in 

the Sunday collection.  Please use an envelope clearly 

labelled ñKnights of Columbus Wheelchair Sunday 

Driveò and make cheques out to ñCanadian Wheel-

chair Foundationò.  Thank you. 

Pope Francisô Message for the 2019  

World Day of the Sick 
In his message for the 27th World Day of 

the Sick, Pope Francis urges believers 

to promote a culture of generosity, noting 

that the joy of generous giving is a barometer of the health of a 

Christian. Pope Francis says that those who care for the sick and 

give of themselves with generosity and straightforward love-like 

St. Mother Teresa of Calcutta-are amongst the Churchôs most 

credible evangelizers. In his message for the World Day of the 

Sick, which is celebrated on February 11, the pope focuses on 

Jesusôs words to the Apostles:  

ñYou received without payment; give without paymentò  

(Mt 10:8). Established in 1993 by Saint John Paul II on the Feast 

Day of Our Lady of Lourdes, a different city is chosen each year 

to host the World Day of the Sick. This year the choice has fallen 

on Calcutta in India, and Pope Francis has highlighted the figure 

of Saint Teresa of Calcutta as a model of charity who made 

Godôs love for the poor and sick visible.

Bring quiet toys, books to read, stuffed animals as opposed to toys that make noise. 

Encourage them to come forward to place an offering in the childrenôs collection baskets so that they can develop the habit of giving to those 

in need.  If you have to leave Mass with your child, feel free to do so, but please come back.
